CAUTION

When documenting the gravesites of the Civil War veterans and you run across a government  ‘shield’ type design headstone that identifies the man as from 1 COLO INF, DO NOT automatically decide that it is a Civil War veteran. While I was documenting the Crown Hill Cemetery at Wheat Ridge, COLO I found at least two veterans from the Spanish American War with Civil War era type headstones (did not specify SP. AM. WAR) that were born in 1874/1875. Originally I had them as Civil War vets but got that corrected. Both of them had headstones that identified their outfit as 1 COLO INF. This is also true of headstones that ID the man as U.S. NAVY. There is a Colorado archives webpage at www.colorado.gov/dpa/doit/archives/military/graves/index.html that has birthdates on most of the veterans listed that died prior to 1939 and are buried in Colorado. It is a good idea to check any names that you cannot find in the Civil War listings against the above listed website. It may show a birthdates for that person which is too late for Civil War service.

A couple of Colorado counties got ‘skipped’ during that PWA project so information on veterans buried in those counties is not there.

It is the first one I have seen like this. It is also the first one I have seen with an AKA like this on it.. His military information that I looked up spells his first name as Gerhardt and does not mention any AKA. It is things like this that make it interesting to prowl around the cemeteries and see what’s there. Yes, I have entered him into the SUVCW Grave Registration database.
