Brother Fred Otto from New Jersey has been doing

a fantastic job of documenting gravesites back there as well as photographing them, with the assistance of 

his wife, and making a DVD of each of the cemeteries as he documents them. He then sends the DVD's to 

me for when we finally get a photo program to go with the grave registration program. The flag holders were photographed by Brother Fred and he sent the photos to me for the program. 

Three of the Camp 12 members participated in the SUVCW color guard in the Durango Veterans Day 

parade on November 11th, 2008. Brothers Duane Smith, Dave Crawford and Bob Foisel 'showed the colors' 

for the T. E. Bowman Camp 12. Brother Jerry Crawford marched and played the bagpipes with the bagpipe 

group.  

On December 6, 1950 one of our Cortez 'boys', PVT John Spruell, was killed at Chosin Reservoir in Korea

and his body never recovered.
